
Children should be reading each night for 15 minutes with an adult to support.
We expect to see reading records signed by an adult at least x3 a week. 
Children will get their reading books out at school daily. Please ensure these are in school
every day.
All children will be read with once a week, with certain children receiving daily 1:1 reading. 
Reading books can be changed when required or changed on a Monday by an adult if they
have a decodable book.
For every five reads at home, your child will receive a ‘dojo’. This will be marked in their diary
by the adult.
